Parental/Guardian Consent to Sharing Information

[bookmark: Text128]This IACF relates to concerns around Maternal Mental Health, problematic  drinking in the family home and Domestic Abuse; all impacting on the emotional wellbeing, day to day care, educational progression and social development of James and Lilah (who attend our school):

James (7) and Lilah (5) both attend XXXXX School - James in Year X and Lilah Year Y.  They live with their parents, their older 1/2 sister Chloe, and their maternal Grandmother Barbara (aged 63).

School started to provide both James and Lilah additional support around their emotional wellbeing approximately 8 months ago following a noticeable deterioration in their attainment, confidence and engagement in class, and James experiencing lots of friendship difficulties at school.  Meeting with their parents identified that the family were experiencing a number of stressors;  

Mrs Eagle's mother had recently moved into the family home after suffering the death of her husband and experiencing what Mrs Eagle describes as a 'break down'.  Mrs Vslavic is also reported by Mrs Eagle to drink and smoke heavilly, although she does not smoke inside the family home.  

Mrs Vslavic's presence has placed a significant stress on Mr & Mrs Eagle, which has resulted in Mrs Eagle being diagnosed and medicated for depression.  She has also accepted that she can also drink heavilly as a coping mechanism when stressed and is currently consuming 1-2 bottles of wine every evening along with half a bottle of vodka each evening at the weekends

Both Mr & Mrs Eagle have reported that they have noted they argue more since Mrs Vslavic moving in and Mrs Eagle's drinking increasing.  This has resulted in x2 PPNs being received in recent weeks, and both parents reporting an escalation of family tensions.  Although both PPNs note verbal domestic incidents, Mrs Eagle informed teaching staff at a meeting yesterday that both involved Mr Eagle pushing her and the latter involved him slappy her across the face.  However she did not disclose this to the police and has not reported this since.  Mrs Eagle has stated that this is nnot Domestic Abuse as this is 'just pushing and slapping' and states that this happened a lot when she was growing up in Poland.  

Following the latter DA (2 days ago), James and Lilah were seen in class to be highly withdrawn and tearful.  Both appeared tired and pale, and when spoken with James informed his class teacher that he had not slept well because of the shouting and the police coming to the door.   Consequently Mrs Eagle attended and provided the additional information as noted above, stating that the family tensions are linked with her mother being in the home, and her heavy drinking around the children.  Mr Eagle is reportedly getting frustrated at this and this has led to the couple arguing frequently and an escalation in conflict.  

During pastoral sessions, both James and  Lilah have described seeing 'nanny wobbling', and how she 'smells funny', 'talks funny' and cries a lot.  James has talked about how Chloe often helps their mum put Mrs Vslavic to bed when she is 'too wobbly'.  The school have spoken to Mrs Eagle about this and she states Chloe only rarely has to help with Mrs Vslavic.   

The school do not have any contact with Chloe, however Mrs Eagle reports she has a positive relationship with Chloe's father, and there is regular contact.   

As noted the school have observed James and Lilah to regularly be withdrawn and tearful.  They are often tired and pale, and can attend having not had breakfast.  Their uniform and presentation is generaly good, however there has been a deterioration in the recent months and most notably on the days following the x2 DA incidents in the home.  Lilah in particular can be tearful and has become very shy in recent months.  James has also appeared tired and tearful on occassions, with an increase in him not complying with his teacher's directions in class, and having multiple fall outs with his peers and him being violent towards other boys on the playground.  This is also a change in behaviour compared with prior to Mrs Vslavic moving in the with the family and both children have had a marked deterioation in their educational attainment.     

James has said that he 'gets frighted when mummy and daddy fight' and wants to be a 'happy house again'. James has told his teacher that 'daddy is moving out' and James is very unhappy about this.  Mrs Eagle denies Mr Eagle is moving out, but has said there is a lot of tension in the home.  

Lilah often talks about  mummy and daddy shouting and says she goes to her sister Chloe's room when they fight.  Lilah says that Chloe always keeps her and James safe.

The school have informed both parents that as a result of the DA (father does not know mother has disclosed physical violence), mother and MGM's drinking, and Mother and MGMs mental health / behaviours, and the clear impact on the children that an IACF is required to ensure the children's needs are fully met and that they are safeguarded appropriately.  Both have accepted this is requried and welcome some form of help. 
Consideration for T3 services has been undertaken previously, but school were able to support until escalation trigger of the x2 PPNs.  PPNs and mother's dislcosure indicates this now sits at T4
