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Purpose of the review:
To ensure progress is made for the family and the actions agreed are relevant and appropriate reviewing in a timely way is helpful to ensure best outcomes for the children are achieved. Reviewing is a positive way to acknowledge and celebrate success for the family as well as understanding on-going challenges.
Helpful Tips:
· Be prepared, have the original FSP ready to review
· Consider the environment - where is the best place to meet for the family, what would be the best time?
· Invite relevant professionals to review how things are going - ensure enough notice is given to all those attending, including the family.
· Consider when and where you gather the child's views (age appropriateness) 
· Consider your relational skills to ensure you create and environment whereby everyone feels safe, valued, heard and respected.
